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September 2009 Theme: Cub Scout Pockets

Some of the purposes of Cub Scouting developed through this
month’s theme include:

Family Understanding. Cub Scouts will learn more about dif-
ferent hobbies from their parents and relatives as they start or
complete a collection,

Fun and Adventure. A hobby or collection that a boy starts as a
Cub Scout can last a lifetime, and can lead to a future vocation.
Character Development. Through collecting various items and
saving them in their pockets, boys learn more about what is
important to them and, in turn, learn more about themselves,
The core value to be highlighted this month is:

Compassion. By taking part in a food drive or collecting for
charities, Cub Scouts will display kindness and consideration.

Preopening Activity:
Pocket Treasure Hunt

Materials: Box containing small items that may be found in a
pocket of a Cub Scout or Cub Scout leader (paper clips, pony
beads, string, marbles, twigs, rocks, acorns, scrap felt pieces) and
one signature form per participant

Prepare the signature form with one column for items and another
column for names.

As people arrive, ask each person to pick an item from the box
and pul it in & pocket without showing it to anyone else. Give each
percon a signature form. Have everyone collect signatures on their
[orm by asking others if they have one of the listed items in their
pocket. Encourage participants to get to know each other while
leolung for wems.

Opening Ceremony: Cub Scout Pockets
Materials: Small U.S. llag. piece of notepaper, toy police badge
CUBMASTER: Good evening, Cub Scouts!

CUB SCOUTS: Good evening, Cubmaster!

CUBMASTER: | see your pockets are full of something, What do
vou have?

CUB SCOUT 1 (takes a small flag out of his pocket): T have a flag that
reminds me of my duty to God and my country,

CUB SCOUT 2 (takes a piece of paper out of his pocket): 1 have a note
from my den leader about the food drive. That
reminds me to help other people.

CUB SCOUT 3 (takes a tay police badge out of his pocket): And I have
this police baclge that reminds me to obey the Law of
the Pack!

CUBMASTER: Great! Lets all rise for the Cub Scout Promise and the
Pledge of Allegiance.

Prayer: Pockets Prayer
“Ag we travel this big wonderful world, there are many small things
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leads 1o collecting the precious reminders of our travels. May we
carry the spirit of Scouting with us in our hearts, just as we carry

those small precious things in our pockets.”

Song: Cub Scout Pockets
Tune: “Ten Little Indians”

One little, two litile Cub Scout pockets,
Three little, four little Cub Scout pockets,

Five little, six little Cub Scout pockets
On my uniform.

Cheer: Pocketful of Stuff!

Divide the audience into five groups; assign “rocks,” “twigs,” “coins,”
“shells,” and “acorns,” one word to each group. The Cubmaster
asks, “Whats in your pockets?” and points to each group. After
each group has had a chance to respond, the Cubmaster asks again,
and everyone responds: “Some Cub Scout stuff!”

Scout Promise with me. (Repeat the Promise.)

CUBMASTER: Families of these Cub Scouts, are you ready 1o stand
behind them and help guide them to their next tank?

FAMILIES: Yes, we are!

CUBMASTER: Please make the Cub Scout sign and repeat after
me: “1 will do my best to support my boy and guide
him to live up to the Cub Scout Promise and the
Law of the Pack. 1 will work with my boy on his
achievements and projects. T will attend pack meet-
ings and help as needed to make the pack go.”

Advancement Ceremony:
Uniform Pockets

Materials: Large models of Cub Scout pockets made [rom poster
board for each rank to be awarded, enlarged rank badge for each
pocket, awards in the large pockets

CUBMASTER: As you have seen tonight, boys put all kinds of
things in their pockets. There are all kinds of pockets as well. We
have pants pockets, coat pockets, shirt pockets, and even kan-
garoo pockets. But in Cub Scouting the most important pocket
of all is found on the front of a boy's shir—ithe left front pocket
of his uniform shirt, That's where he displays his badges, the
emblems that stand for achievement, growth, fun, and learning.
